Thomas Morton, Arthur Anderson, Andrew Holland 


In commemoration of the centenary of World War One, the Mt Evelyn & Lilydale RSLs have divided the local war memorials between them and will be holding a service on the centenary date of those listed on these memorials who died while on active service. In connection with this will be publishing their biographies in each of our newsletters.....                      August 18th, 1916 was a tragic day for Lilydale. On this day the township lost three men in the fighting. A heavy blow for such a close knit community.
Thomas Morton was born in Lilydale in 1883, the youngest son of nine children to Robert Morton, who had emigrated from Ireland in 1870. His elder brothers, John and Frank, had both served in the Anglo-Boer War. Frank s was one of the first to enlist from Lilydale in the First World War.
Thomas attended the Lilydale State School and he and his family were very involved in a number of community groups. He was a well-known runner with the Lilydale Athletics team and the Lilydale Football Club. On July 21st, 1915 Thomas was part of a group of Lilydale Football players who marched through the town behind a sign that read 'Lilydale Football Club. Come and help us to win the final in Gallipoli'. They all got on the train together and headed into Melbourne where they enlisted at the recruiting centre at the Melbourne Town Hall. 
Andrew Holland was the eldest son of Andrew and Sarah Holland. He was born in Cheshire, England in 1893 and immigrated to Victoria with his parents when he was 18 years old. The family took up farming on a property in Yering. On July 19th, 1915 he enlisted in the AIF. 
Arthur Anderson was born in Williamstown in 1893. After his finished his schooling he began working for the Victorian Railways and was living and working at Lilydale when he decided to enlist on July 24th, 1915. 
The three men all undertook their initial training at the AIF training camp at Broadmeadows where they were allotted to different battalions. Tom went to the 24th Battalion, Andrew to the 22nd Battalion and Arthur to the 21st Battalion. They all embarked with their units from Port Melbourne between October and November of 1915. By December they were all in camp at Egypt where the AIF was being reorganised in preparation for being sent to the Western Front. In March 1916 they were all sent to France arriving in the Somme Valley area in May. 
In July, 1916 each of them were part of the advance on the village of Pozieres. In fact during the fighting here Tom was wounded by shrapnel, not long after his friend from Lilydale, William Chauvin, was killed in action. Arthur was awarded the Distinguished Conduct Medal for conspicuous bravery during this battle.
Then on August 13th all were with their battalions when they were ordered to attack Mouquet Farm, an area not far from Pozieres. A few days later, on August 18th, both Tom Morton and Andrew Holland were killed in action during the fighting here. Arthur Anderson was listed as missing in action on this day. One witness later stated: 
‘Arthur was with us on the night they were missing, he got his Corporal’s stripes just before we went in. He was digging trenches between the lines. The German front line was to be taken by the rest of our fellows but they did not get far enough to the right and many were cut off and taken prisoner. Arthur was with four or five others that led that attack and when we retired none of those four or five came back’.
The authorities later reported him as being killed in action.
Thomas Morton was buried at the Pozieres British Cemetery, he was 33 years of age, Andrew Holland was also buried here, he was 23 years of age, Arthur Anderson is buried at the Delville Wood Cemetery, he was just 19 years of age.

On December 8", 1915 there were 38,500
Australian troops occupying trenches on
Gallipoli, facing a larger Turkish force of
some 80.000. Twelve days later they had all
been evacuated from the Peninsula without
the loss of a man and without the enemy
knowing.

How they did this was helped in no small
way by an ingenious invention created by
twenty year old Lance-Corporal Bill Scurry, a
self-firing rifle with a primitive timer that
would convince the Turkish soldiers that the
Anzacs were still in their trenches shooting at
them when in fact they had long gone. It
would cam for him the Distinguished
Conduct Medal and the gratitude of those
who had got off Gallipoli safely.

But this was only a small part of the Bill
Seurry story. From Egypt to Gallipoli and on
to the Western Front, where he lost an eye
and gained the Military Cross. Then to his
post-war days as a soldier settler in Silvan
before he was to serve once more in the
Second World War.
